The Oral Report
The criteria below will be those used by your TA to evaluate group performance.  All members of the group will receive the same score from the TA, and they then have the ability to redistribute points within the group to reflect individual contributions, or lack thereof.  Points will be evenly distributed between substance and style.
Criteria for Evaluation of Oral Reports
I. Report's Substance
The group was:
    a. well-rehearsed, exhibiting obvious:
        i. preparation
        ii. organization
        iii. editing
        iv. even distribution
    b. clear
    c. accurate and correct
    d. able to produce figures/demos that were:
        i. appropriately chosen
        ii. of appropriate size and clarity
        iii. properly constructed
    e. able to answer questions, whether procedural or theoretical
II. Report's Style
The group:
    a. was professional in appearance
    b. exhibited good voice inflection and volume
    c. maximized eye contact with the audience (not only the TA)
    d. avoided distracting the audience
    e. created a presentation that held the audience's attention
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
